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Overseas Exposure Programme (OEP) 

FAQ

1. Who is eligible to apply?

Application for OEP is open to NTU student organisations under the endorsement of the Student Affairs Office and it is a requirement for applicants to attend the Risk Management workshop conducted by the Office of Health and Safety.

2. When should I apply?

Application should be submitted 3 - 6 months before the travel period.

3. How long does it take for event application to be processed?

Approval can only be granted when all required information is submitted and the application satisfies our guidelines.  Please refer to the OEP Event Application form for details to submit. Generally, you could expect to hear from us within two weeks of your application.

4. What to note when filling the form?

Do not leave any field empty. If any of the fields does not apply to your programme, please state “NA”.

5. Is travel insurance essential?

To protect against unforeseen circumstances, travel insurance is provided as part of the grant to applicants. Please refer to ‘Travel Insurance’ for details of the coverage (which include Policy Schedule, Claim Procedures and Travel Claim Form).

Leaders should ensure all your participants are duly informed of the coverage details and they may, at their own discretion, purchase additional insurance.
6. How to apply for a grant?

Grant application should be submitted together as part of the event application.  However, for JCRCs applications, applicants should put in their grant application separately to the ‘SAO Accommodation Section’ after approval has been granted for their OEP event applications. The JCRC grant application should be submitted in ‘hardcopy’ through the respective JCRC ‘Financial Secretary’ to Ms Amanda Chua, Accommodation Section (for enquiry, please email hkchua@ntu.edu.sg or Tel: 6790-6496).

7. How long does it take for the grant to be disbursed?

Instruction to the Office of Finance for disbursement of grant can only be given after the application is approved and when the full list of participants has been received.  After this, it generally takes between 3 – 4 weeks for the grant to be disbursed.
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
