The SDS is an important source of information from the seller (usually the manufacturer or the supplier) to the

workplace person who purchases and/or the persons that need to use the chemical. It provides the needful

information for the users of the chemical to:

Make the SDS available to all persons at work

who need to use or expose to the substance

A typical SDS should contain 16 sections.

This table summarizes the sections.

Use the information on the SDS when

performing your Risk Assessment.

Identify the hazards of the substance

Keeping and providing SDS to the chemical users is also

part of the legal requirements in Singapore under the

purview of the Workplace Safety and Health Act.

Disposal
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Chemical users are advised to consult the SDS to understand the nature of the substance at hand and confirm

that the necessary precautionary measures are in place before commencing laboratory work. As a responsible

co-worker, always point to your new colleagues or any students who are working with you on where to access the

SDS in your laboratory.

Ask for a copy of the SDS from your supplier when buying chemical

Provide the updated SDS and make it available for your lab users
