A new director will head the National Institute of Edu-
cation (NIE) from July 1, Nanyang Technological Uni-
versity (NTU) announced yesterday.

Professor Christine Goh, current dean of graduate
studies and professional learning, will replace Profes-
sor Tan Oon Seng.

Prof Tan, 60, will remain as an education professor at
NIE, and will be the director of the new Centre for Re-
search in Child Development later this year.

He was appointed NIE director in July 2014, and has
been credited with boosting NIE’s reputation and pro-
grammes during his tenure.

In other appointments, Professor John Wang, 52, will
take over from Prof Goh as the dean of graduate studies
and professional learning.

Professor Low Ee Ling will be the dean of teacher edu-
cation at NIE’s Office of Teacher Education, and Profes-
sor David Hung will be the dean of educationresearch.
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
