“Prof Christine Goh brings brings a fine mixture of professionalism, innovative ideas and
academic integrity that makes her ideally qualified to lead the NIE on to further and bigger
success in the future,” said Professor Ling San, provost and vice president (academic) at
NTU.

Tan will remain as an education professor at NIE and will be the director of the new Centre
for Research in Child Development later this year.

He has been credited with boosting NIE'’s reputation and programs, having served as NIE
director since July 2014, reported the Straits Times.
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
