IAF-PP aims to enhance industry-ready capabilities by aligning public
sector research, fostering multidisciplinary programs and integrating
early industry involvement. The focus is on Human Health and
Potential (HHP) or Manufacturing, Trade, and Connectivity (MTC)
domains, with anticipated industry participation within 3-5 years.
